Accepted atomic theory states that all matter is electrical in structure. Any object
is largely composed of a combination of positive and negative particles of electricity.
Electric current will pass through a wire, a body, or along a stream of water. It can be
established in some substances more readily than in others, that all matter is
composed of electric particles despite some basic differences in materials. The
science of electricity then must begin with a study of the structure of matter. Matter is
defined as any substance which has mass (or weight) and occupies space. This
definition should be broad enough to cover all physical objects in the universe. Wood,
water, iron, and paper are some examples of matter. Energy is closely related to, but
not to be confused with, matter. Energy does not have mass, and it does not occupy
space. Heat and light are examples of energy.

The electrons are small particles of electricity, which are negative in nature.

These particles orbit the nucleus in much the same fashion that planets orbit a sun.
