Artificial intelligence is about making computers able to perform the thinking tasks that
humans and animals are capable of. We can already program computers to have superhuman abilities
in solving many problems: arithmetic, sorting, searching, and so on.

Artificial intelligence is about making computers able to perform the thinking tasks that
humans and animals are capable of. We can already program computers to have superhuman abilities
in solving many problems: arithmetic, sorting, searching, and so on.
