The main objective of polishing is to make the rough and uneven surface of metal
parts smooth and flat. Additionally, it can also remove burrs, scale, rust, sand holes,
grooves, bubbles, and other surface imperfections on metal parts.

Polishing is performed using an elastic grinding wheel attached to a grinder. The
working surface of the grinding wheel is covered with abrasive particles, which act
like tiny cutting edges. When the grinding wheel rotates at high speed, the surface
of the metal part is gently pressed against the working surface of the grinding wheel,
causing the raised parts of the surface to be cut down and become smooth and flat.

Polishing can be used on all metal materials and its effectiveness depends on the
characteristics of the abrasive, the rigidity of the grinding wheel, and the rotation
speed of the grinding wheel. The abrasives commonly used for polishing include
artificial corundum and emery. Artificial corundum, which is made up of 90-95%
alumina and has a certain level of toughness, is widely used due to its less brittleness
and the more edges and corners of its particles.
