A certain capacity for deception is really needed. A diplomat must keep a good
deal of what he thinks to himself and say for the sake of politeness many unimportant
things he does not mean. He surely must keep secret information, especially while
talking to press. He should not go to extremes, even if he is deliberately provoked. He
should not show his intellectual superiority to his communicant, if any is. And there is
one final virtue that must be specifically mentioned and which is the essence of the
profession, this is patience, without which the would-be diplomat will never in reality
become a diplomat at all.
