Fire prevention

Fire prevention is a term for many safety measures used to keep harmful fires from starting.

In Russia about 260,000 fires are reported each year. These fires cause about 15,000 deaths
and injuries annually. More than a fourth of all people Killed or injured by fire are children.

Three main methods are used to prevent fires:

1. Laws and regulations

2. Inspection of buildings and other property

3. Public education about fire safety

To help prevent fires and reduce fire losses local fire departments inspect public buildings.
They also teach people the rules of fire safety.

Most cities have codes and standards that require certain types of fire-retardant materials
and electric wiring to be used in buildings. Fire departments workers inspect public buildings for
fire hazards and recommend corrective action.

Most cities have a fire safety code that applies to such buildings as theatres, department
stores, schools, and hospitals. These codes specify that the buildings should not be made of
materials that burn easily. The codes also require portable fire extinguishers, a certain number of
exits, and other fire safety features in public buildings. Many fire safety codes require large
buildings to have built-in sprinkler systems, fire alarm systems, and special water lines to which
fire hoses can be attached.

An emergency vehicle is a vehicle that is used by emergency services to respond to an
incident. Some examples of emergency vehicles are: fire engine, fire bike, light and air unit,
firefighting aviation, ambulance, rescue vehicle, hazardous materials apparatus, tow truck, etc.

Emergency vehicles may be exempted from some conventional road rules in order to
reach their destinations in the fastest possible time, such as driving through a crossroad when the
traffic light is red, or exceeding the speed limit.

Many emergency response Vvehicles are fitted with audible and visual warning devices.
They are designed to facilitate the movement through traffic to reach the destination, and to
provide some protection on the scene.

Depending on local laws, vehicles on the road may be required to yield the right of way
to emergency responders who are using their warning devices. Even in areas where no such laws
exist, many drivers may allow the vehicle to pass as a matter of courtesy.

In some areas, the name of the service ("ambulance", "fire" etc.) may be written in reverse
lettering on the front of the vehicle to provide a view of the approaching vehicle in a rearview
mirror. There may be a telephone number written on the side of the vehicle which can be called to
summon it. Many departments use passive visual warnings such as reflective lettering and/or
striping to increase their visibility.

FIRE EXTINGUISHMENT

Such factors as heat, fuel, oxygen, and chain reaction are necessary for fire. It means that the

removal of any of them will cause the fire to go out. The theory of fire extinguishment is based on
removing one or more of these four factors to suppress the fire.

Firefighters often use more than one method of extinguishing a fire at the same time.

» Removal of fuel. Removal of all possible combustible materials in the path of the fire

prevents the fire from spreading past the fire line. It is the most common method of
attacking wildfires.

Smothering or blanketing. This is an attempt to reduce the supply of oxygen necessary
for the fire. A reduction of the proportion of oxygen in the atmosphere from the normal
21% to less than 15% extinguishes most fires, but in some cases, the percentage of oxygen
must be reduced to 0%. Examples of smothering include the use of sand to cover small
fires of spilled oil and wrapping a blanket around a person whose clothing is burning.



>

Cooling. To remove the heat, something must absorb it or act as a heat exchanger. Water
is not the only agent used to accomplish this, but it is the most common due to water’s
ability to absorb massive amounts of heat by converting water to water vapor.
Interruption of chain reaction. Modern extinguishing agents such as dry chemicals
suspend “free radicals” that are created in the combustion process and prevent a chain
reaction. These agents are effective on various fires even though they do not remove heat,
fuel, or oxygen.

The first fire engines pumped water and are still referred to as pumpers.
While the exact date is not known, it is recorded that early fire engines were designedby
Egyptians about 200 B.C. But there’s another opinion according to which it was done by
Greeks in 4 B.C. The design was used by Romans up to the downfall of the empire as long
as the year 400 A.D.

In the time that followed, up to 1100 A.D., almost everything about fire engines was
forgotten. The only way to take water to a fire was to carry it in buckets. Colonial laws in
America required each house to have a bucket of water in front ofthe house (especially at
night), for a “bucket brigade” to throw the water at flames in case of fire.

When the fire engine was reintroduced, water still had to be carried to the pumper from
a well or other placethat had enough water to be used. Early fire engines were hand pumps
equipped with reservoirs and moved to the scene of fire by human or animal power. In case
of big fires, the reservoir was kept filled by a “bucket brigade”, but the method was
inefficient, moreover, a short range of a stream of water necessitated positioning the
apparatus

dangerously close to the fire.

1. Read and translate the text:

Fires are grouped into four general classifications, each of which can be extinguished with a
particular agent. As all types of extinguishing agents may not be effective on all types of fires, this
classification system makes it possible to determine and use the type of extinguisher best suited
for fighting a particular type of fire. Below you can see the classification of fires under ISO
(International Standards Organization).

Class A fires include ordinary combustible materials such as wood, paper, fabrics,
upholstery, rubber, and plastics. To reduce the temperature of the burning material the best method
of extinction is cooling.

Class B fires occur in flammable liquids and solids such as gasoline, oils, solvents, paints,
waxes. Diluting and blanketing effects are most effective in extinguishing this class of fires.

Class C fires involve flammable gases such as natural gas, LPG (Liquid Petroleum Gases:
butane, propane, etc.), medical and industrial gases. This type of fire is also best extinguished by
blanketing and diluting.

Class D fires involve combustible metals such as magnesium, titanium, sodium,
potassium, zirconium. The main method of extinguishment is to remove oxygen from the surface
of the molten mass by blanketing it with a special powder which inhibits or “breaks” a chemical
chain reaction. 16 Electrical fires do not constitute a fire class on their own, as electricity is a
source of ignition that will feed the fire until removed.
