Psychology is 1) the science of the mind or of mental states and processes:
the science of human nature; 2) the science of human and animal behaviour; 3) the
sum of the mental states and processes of the person or of a number of persons,
especially as determining action (e.g. the psychology of a soldier at the battle).
Literally, the word psychology means the science of the mind. Most contemporary
psychologists would define psychology as the science of the behaviour of
organisms. By behaviour they mean activities and processes that can be observed
objectively — both the isolated reactions of muscles, glands and other parts of the
organisms and the organized, goal directed patterns of reaction that characterize
the organism as a whole.

Psychologists also interpret behaviour to include internal processes —
thinking, emotional reactions and the like — which one person cannot observe
directly in another but which can be inferred from observation of external
behaviour. Behaviouris determined by a complex of factors that are partly
biological, partly anthropological, partly sociological, and partly psychological.
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Therefore, psychology is closely connected to both the biological and the social
sciences. Psychologists study basic functions such as learning, memory, language,
thinking, emotions, and motives. They investigate development throughout mental
and physical health care. They also treat people who are emotionally distressed. So,
it is very important for them to know all about social influences on individuals, the
role of the brain and the nervous system in such functions as memory, language,
sleep, attention, movement, perception, hunger, anger and joy. Although
psychology has been concerned primarily with the behaviour of human individuals
and groups, it has also dealt with the study of animal behavior. Although great care
is always necessary in interpreting human behavior in the light of findings from
animal experiments, animal psychology has greatly contributed to study of human
beings.

Your skin can help if you are feeling too hot or too cold. Your blood vessels,
hair, and sweat glands cooperate to keep your body at just the right temperature. If
you were to run around in the heat, you could get overheated.
