Another approach to the treatment of criminal. When Michel Murray was arrested for
leaving some kittens in a forest, she expected to get a fine. Instead she was sentenced
to spend the night in the same cold, dark forest. In the end it was so cold that she only
had to spend three hours in the forest but Judge Mike Cicconetti had made his point.
He wanted the woman to feel the same pain and suffering as the animals she had left,
many of which later died.

Judge Cicconetti’s unusual system of creative sentencing made him nationally famous
and this year he won the presidency of the American Judges Association.

The English word “law” means various forms of behavior. Some laws are descriptive:
they simply describe how people, or even natural phenomena, usually behave. An
example is the law of gravity; another is laws of economics. Other laws are prescriptive
— they prescribe how people ought to behave. For example, the speed limits are laws
that prescribe how fast we should drive. They rarely describe how fast we actually do
drive, of course.

When governments make laws for their citizens, they use a system of courts and the
police to enforce these laws. Of course, there may be instances where the law is not
enforced against someone — such as when young children commit crimes, or when
certain people are able to escape justice by using their money or influence.

Criminal law is concerned with conduct which the State considers should be punished,
whereas civil law is concerned with private rights. A crime may be regarded as a public
wrong; but conduct which is harmful to the public is not necessarily criminal.
Criminal law is a system of legal rules approved by higher organs of state power and
defining the general principles of criminal responsibility, individual types of crimes
and the punishment applied to criminals. The task of criminal law is to protect the social
and state system, existing law and order against criminal encroachments. The state
combats crime and other antisocial acts above all by persuasion and by extensive
educational work. Combating crime, criminal law helps to strengthen the state and
maintain law and order.
