Types of drama were probably the first mass media in numerous
cultures, going back into the Ancient World.

The first printed book is the “Diamond Sutra”, printed in China in
868 AD, and it is often suspected that books were printed earlier. Movable
clay type was invented in 1041 in China. However, due to the slow spread
of literacy to the masses in China and the relatively high cost of paper there,
the earliest printed mass media were probably European popular prints from
about 1400. Although these were produced in huge numbers, very few early
examples survived, and even most known to be printed before about 1600
have not survived.

in 1453. This invention transformed the way the world received printed
materials, although books remained too expensive really to be called a mass
media ones for at least a century after that.

They were used as a
means of political propaganda and usually published satirical woodcut
pictures, news and articles intended to ruin the proprietor’s political rivals.

76) Many different sorts of newspaper have emerged since these far-
off days: weekly, daily, national, local, and in many areas now there are free
newspapers which contain mainly advertisements. But all newspapers have
one major feature in common: they employ people to collect news. Most are
reporters, who are sent out to cover different events every day. No paper
can afford to have reporters everywhere in the world.

77) News agencies, such as Exchange Telegraph and Reuters, employ
people to gather news from all over the world, and then they sell it to any
newspaper that will pay for it. In this way, papers can get reports from a
foreign country without keeping a reporter there all the time.

78) Most papers in the world are owned by private individuals. Some
are very rich and also own television and radio stations. The editorial page
in a newspaper is where to look for the leading articles, or “leaders,” which
comment on events. Usually these leaders will express the opinions of the
newspaper’s owners. Not all countries allow free speech in the newspapers.
Some have censorship, which means that articles have to be checked first to
see that the government does not object to what is being said.
