THE PROBLEM OF JOURNALISTIC COPYRIGHTS IN THE INTERNET

Due to prompt development of a network, web-journalism receives all greater
distribution. For rather short term it has turned into the mighty influencing factor
alongside with a press, radio journalism and TV journalism. Web-journalism often named
network journalism, or simply Internet-journalism.

Informational technologies open new opportunities to traditional mass media but at
least the part of an audience ceases to read newspapers, watch TV or listen to the radio,
receiving information through the World Wide Web.

The burning problem now is the protection of copyrights of this or that information
in the network journalism. For today the Internet has had time to realize, perhaps, all
possible variants of infringement of copyrights: the autocratic publication without the
consent of the author and without links to the author's text, plagiarism, the publication of
the text with numerous mistakes and even attributing of the text not to that author. Virtual
"thieves" sometimes do not know about the copyright at all though it does not relieve
them from the responsibility.

Unfortunately, not always it is possible to find out the primary source of the stolen
information because the maintenance of sites is constantly updated, they are always in the
process of replacement of old texts on the new ones. Especially sharply this problem is
felt on sites, oriented on news information, where the concept of their existence means
constant change of headings, clauses, advertising banners, on-line social questionnaires,
etc.

For today the legislative base of web-journalism is in embryo. There is rather
developed law concerned the copyrights, but unfortunately it is not adapted to the rights
of internet authors and journalists. Today only incompetent web-journalists and so-called
«network graphomaniacs” can refer on it, because influence of this law in the Internet is
reduced to a minimum. But we still have ways out. Qualified lawyers can easily find
them.

Pythagoras name is often associated with the famous theorem that all school students
study. But Pythagoras isn’t only a mathematician. He is also a famous philosopher,
mystic, political activist and his outstanding wisdom was prophesied to his parents in
Apollo’s Temple on Samos Island.

Pythagoras wanted to know, how the world had been made, so he was travelling
much and studied much facts from different wise people. After that Pythagoras settled in
Croton and set up an organization which was in some ways a school of philosophers, a
brotherhood and a monastery. The pupils (men and women) followed the religious and
ascetic observances, and studied his religious and philosophical theories. He was the first
to introduce the word “Philosophy” and the word “Space” too.

Pythagoras was the first person to have known the earth was spherical and
that it revolved around the sun. He considered that to understand the God, the
person and the nature, one must study mathematics, music and astronomy. He
believed the soul to be immortal and to transmigrate to another body after the
person’s death. Pythagoras has discovered that people can be treated from much
disease with the help of music, colour and through reading some kind of verses to
patients.

He hasn’t left any papers with his knowledge as many philosophers did. He
transferred his knowledge to his pupils orally in order it didn’t come to the bad
person.

In Search of Robin Hood

Robin Hood, England’s most popular folk hero, is also the most elusive. He is the
adopted son of two forests — Sherwood and Barnsdale — and is recalled by place names
In at least ten counties. He has been called a forest elf, a god of witches, a sun-myth and
a Scandinavian deity. But tradition insists that he was real, and even elevates him to a
peerage — as Robert Fitzooth, rightful Earl of Huntingdon. He has also been called the
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last of the Saxon warriors to hold out against the Norman invaders, a leader of peasant
uprisings and a rough-neck yeoman.

The Middle Ages saw the height of the legendary Robin’s popularity, for minstrels
and ballad-makers made him the ideal avenger of the people’s wrongs. He was cheerful,
just, chivalrous and God-fearing. Though an outlaw, he was always dignified and
gracious. His sanctuary was the forest. His chief enemies were priests, officials in general
and the Sheriff of Nottingham in particular. His band numbered more than 100 men. He
lives in legend as a manly, hotheaded patriot; a master archer who could split a willow
wand with an arrow at 400 paces; and an outlaw who loved his king (but shot his king’s
deer), harassed the corrupt clergy and protected the poor.

The ballad-makers gave Robin other special qualities. He had, for instance, the habit
of not eating until some guest or adventure turned up. And he would recruit no man
without first testing him in friendly combat. One man who almost brought this practice
to an end was Friar Tuck, a jovial monk whose cell is said to have been at Copmanhurst,
a grassy hamlet deep in the Nottinghamshire woods of Fountain Dale. When Robin first
called to invite Friar Tuck to dinner, the monk buffeted the outlaw to his knees and tipped
him into a stream. When Robin’s henchman, Little John, appeared with his 27 bow at the
ready, the monk called up a pack of savage dogs trained to catch arrows in their mouths.
Only when Little John began shooting two arrows at once, and so killed most of the dogs,
did the Friar accept Robin’s invitation.
