From 1846
to 1849 he was a professor at the Demidov Lyceum in Yaroslavl but was forced to
leave the position because of his liberal views. Ushinsky's magnum opus was his
theoretical work “The Human As a Subject of Education”: ‘“Pedagogical
Anthropology” in three volumes, started in 1867. According to Ushinsky, the subject
of education is human, so it is impossible to achieve results in education without
using the results of the "anthropological sciences™: philosophy, political economy,
history, literature, psychology, anatomy, physiology.
