Free goods
would mean that you could have all you want of everything without having to give up
something else you also want. Can you think of goods that are not scarce? There may
be some. Take air, for example. Isn't it free? What do you have to give up to get air? In
some locations, it probably is free. But in other locations it is not, especially if air
means clean air. You could make a fortune if you could find a way to provide clean air
on a smoggy day in Los Angeles. People pay to avoid smog: they don't go out when
the smog is bad, they car pool and so on. So even air may not be free. In fact, it is hard
to think of goods or resources that are free.
