Families say it's impossible to
watch relatives suffering from dementia every minute of the day, and are fearful
they will be held responsible for accidents. In August 2013, the family of a 91-
year-old dementia patient who was killed by a train were ordered to pay a Japanese
railway company approximately 7.2m yen (£42,300) to compensate the company
for loss of earnings, according to the Japan Today website.

There are an estimated 8.62m patients suffering from dementia in Japan,
including 4m with milder cognitive disorders, Mainichi Daily News reports -
around a quarter of all senior citizens in the country.

Mr Patterson said: "Looking
at an old photograph of First World War officers standing on the grass banking
where | found the fungi, my thoughts turned to the question of how the species
arrived here at all. | thought of the soldiers' boots trampling the devastated fields of
Flanders and perhaps picking up spores and then depositing them on that grassy
bank below the old Hydropathic."

The scientists say the majority of ravens in the study area were now living
on transmission poles and posed a bigger threat to endangered species.

Raven numbers in western states have increased by more than 300% in the
past 40 years, say the researchers.

The study is published in The Condor: Ornithological Applications.

Long known for their intelligence, ravens have shown great abilities to adapt
and take advantage of human engineering.

Other species including ospreys, eagles and hawks have all shown a
tendency to perch or nest on electricity transmission lines, but this new study
suggests that few others have tended to colonise power poles in such numbers.

The study looked at a sage brush ecosystems in south-eastern Idaho, where

power lines and roads have been developed over the past 20 years.

Of the estimated 70 million people killed in World War Two, 26 million
died on the Eastern front — and up to four million of them are still officially
considered missing in action. But volunteers are now searching the former
battlefields for the soldiers' remains, determined to give them a proper burial - and
a name.
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Olga lvshina walks slowly and carefully through the pine trees, the beeps of
her metal detector punctuating the quiet of the forest. "They are not buried very
deep," she says. "Sometimes we find them just beneath the moss and a few layers
of fallen leaves. They are still lying where they fell. The soldiers are waiting for us
— waiting for the chance to finally go home."

Nearby, Marina Koutchinskaya is on her knees searching in the mud. For the
past 12 years she has spent most of her holidays like this, far away from home, her
maternity clothes business, and her young son. They are part of a group called
Exploration who have travelled for 24 hours in a cramped army truck to get to this
forest near St Petersburg. Conditions are basic — they camp in the woods — and
some days they have to wade waist-deep through mud to find the bodies of the
fallen. The work can be dangerous, too. Soldiers are regularly discovered with their
grenades still in their backpacks and artillery shells can be seen sticking out of the
trees. Diggers from other groups elsewhere in Russia have lost their lives.

New York may soon ban horse-drawn carriage rides in Manhattan. Is this
the end of a long love affair between the city and these animals? Or is an urban
lifestyle unfair for horses?

Soon after his inauguration as the mayor of New York City, Bill de Blasio

announced that he wanted to end the era of horse-drawn carriage rides in Central

Park. He has put a team in place to determine the legislative steps necessary to
fulfil a campaign promise to outlaw the practice. "Bill de Blasio will end the
inhumane treatment of carriage horses and supports an immediate ban on abuse of
carriage horses," reads his campaign website. Instead, de Blasio proposes
replacing the horse-drawn carriage — which has a long history as a tourist
attraction and iconic image — with a fleet of vintage electric cars. Proponents say
the carriage rides are an important part of the city's history. "Many years ago there
were thousands of horses in New York. They helped build the city." says Ariel, a
carriage driver who has been working in the city for 30 years. He declined to give
his last name because he does not want to be the target of animal-rights activists.

Montenegro is a country in Southeastern Europe on the Adriatic Sea. It
borders on Bosnia and Herzegovina to the north; Serbia and the disputed territory
of Kosovo to the east; Albania to the south and Croatia to the west. Montenegro
has an area of 13,812 square kilometres and a population of 620 thousand, most of
whom are Orthodox Christians. Its capital Podgorica is one of the twenty-three
municipalities in the country. Cetinje is designated as the Old Royal Capital.

Since 1990, the country has been governed by the Democratic Party of
Socialists of Montenegro and its minor coalition partners. Classified by the World
Bank as an upper middle- income country, Montenegro is a member of the UN,
NATO, the World Trade Organization, the Organization for Security and Co-
operation in Europe, the Council of Europe and the Central European Free Trade
Agreement. It is a founding member of the Union for the Mediterranean.

Montenegro ranges from high peaks along its borders with Serbia, Kosovo,
and Albania, a segment of the Karst of the western Balkan Peninsula, to a narrow
coastal plain that is only 1.5 to 6 kilometres (1 to 4 miles) wide. The plain stops
abruptly in the north, where Mount Lovéen and Mount Orjen plunge into the inlet
of the Bay of Kotor.

Montenegro's large Karst region lies generally at elevations of 1,000 metres
above sea level; some parts, however, rise to 2,000 m, such as Mount Orjen (1,894
m), the highest massif among the coastal limestone ranges. The Zeta River valley,
at an elevation of 500 m, is the lowest segment.

The mountains of Montenegro include some of the most rugged terrain in
Europe, averaging more than 2,000 metres in elevation. One of the country's
notable peaks is Bobotov Kuk in the Durmitor mountains, which reaches a height
of 2,522 m. Owing to the hyperhumid climate on their western sides, the
Montenegrin mountain ranges were among the most ice-eroded parts of the Balkan
Peninsula during the last glacial period.

Sonic boom: People woken by loud noise which *shook houses’

A sonic boom has woken people and shaken houses across parts of London
and the northern Home Counties.

People tweeted that a loud "explosion™ had woken them at about 04:20 GMT
- with houses shaking and reports of police sirens straight after.

The noise was generated by two Royal Air Force Typhoons, which launched
from Coningsby in Lincolnshire and intercepted an unresponsive aircraft.

The sonic boom was heard across London, Hertfordshire and Bedfordshire.

London's Metropolitan Police subsequently confirmed the bang was the
result of the RAF aircraft being cleared to go faster than the speed of sound.

RAF jets are only given permission to go supersonic in emergencies, usually

when they are required to intercept another aircratft.

"Typhoon aircraft from RAF Coningsby were scrambled this morning, as
part of the UK's Quick Reaction Alert (QRA) procedures, after an aircraft lost
communications in UK airspace," an RAF spokeswoman said.

"The aircraft was intercepted and its communications were subsequently re-
established."

She added the Typhoons had since returned to their base.

Janet, from Hertfordshire, told the BBC she heard a "huge thud" and felt her
house shake at 04:17 GMT.

She wondered whether her boiler had blown up or a tree had fallen on the
house, she said.

"I got up, looked around and out of the window, things looked fine," she
said.

"l went downstairs, went from room to room looking for cracks in the walls
and ceilings."

She went outside with a torch to check her roof and then checked the nearby
road to see if there had been a crash, but saw "nothing and no sign of anyone else
investigating”, she said.

What causes a sonic boom?

When an aircraft approaches the speed of sound (768mph or 1,236km/h), the
air in front of the nose of the plane builds up a pressure front because it has
"nowhere to escape™, said Dr Jim Wild of Lancaster University.

A sonic boom happens when that air “escapes”, creating a ripple effect
which can be heard on the ground as a loud thunderclap.

It can be heard over such a large area because it moves with the plane, rather

like the wake on the bow of a ship spreading out behind the vessel.

People in China are now required to have their faces scanned when
registering new mobile phone services, as the authorities seek to verify the
identities of the country's hundreds of millions of internet users.

The regulation, announced in September, was due to come into effect on
Sunday.

The government says it wants to "protect the legitimate rights and interest of
citizens in cyberspace™.

China already uses facial recognition technology to survey its population.

It is a world leader in such technologies, but their intensifying use across the
country in recent years has sparked debate.

What are the new rules?

When signing up for new mobile or mobile data contracts, people are
already required to show their national identification card (as required in many
countries) and have their photos taken.

But now, they will also have their faces scanned in order to verify that they

are a genuine match for the ID provided.
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China has for years been trying to enforce rules to ensure that everyone
using the internet does so under their "real-name" identities.

In 2017, for example, new rules required internet platforms to verify a user's
true identity before letting them post online content.

The new regulation for telecom operators was framed by the Ministry of
Industry and Information Technology as a way to “strengthen™ this system and
ensure that the government can identify all mobile phone users. Most Chinese
internet users access the web via their phones.

Jeffrey Ding, a researcher on Chinese artificial intelligence at Oxford
University, said that one of China's motivations for getting rid of anonymous
phone numbers and internet accounts was to boost cyber-security and reduce
internet fraud.

But another likely motivation, he said, was to better track the population:
"It's connected to a very centralised push to try to keep tabs on everyone, or that's
at least the ambition."

Are people worried?

When the regulations were announced in September, the Chinese media did
not make a big deal of it.

But online, hundreds of social media users voiced concerns about the
increasing amount of data being held on them.

"People are being more and more strictly monitored,” one user of the Sina
Weibo microblogging website said. "What are they [the government] afraid of?"

Many others complained that China had already seen too many data
breaches. "Before, thieves knew what your name was, in the future they'll know
what you'll look like," said one user, receiving more than 1,000 likes. Another
criticised the policy, saying: "This is being implemented without the consent of the
public.”

Another said they often received scam calls from people who knew their
name and address, and asked: "Will they be able to tell what I look like now?"

But others were less cynical, saying that the move was simply in line with
"technological progress".

China already extensively censors and polices the web, removing and

blocking content it does not want its citizens to see and talk about.
