Prince Yaroslav the Wise

Russian Prince Yaroslav came to throne ofNovgorod in 1010. In 1015 he took
Kiev throne, but soon lost it and took it again in 1019 for other 35 years (up to 1054).

Yaroslav was called “The Wise” by people. His best action is the adoption of
the Book of Laws - “Russkaya Pravda” in about 1016. The main object ofthe Book
of Laws was defending human life. Life got its cost in money, which depended on
the social status of a person. It was progress because it replaced the blood feud that
had taken place in Kievan Rus before.

Yaroslav’s reign became the time of flourishing and the top of mighty of
Kievan Rus. Prince Yaroslav paid more attention to state forming and development
rather than to widening the territory. Yaroslav was not a prince-warrior, but a prince-
builder and enlightener. Maybe that was due to his weak health: Yaroslav had an in-
born defect ofthe leg and he was lame. Then he got a wound of his right knee and
he couldn’t be a good warrior. However, he had to take part in some wars.

In 1021, Yaroslav’s brother Briachislav (bpauncnas) — the Prince of Polotsk
- attacked Novgorod. He captured many towners and brought them to Polotsk in
order to get ransom for them. Yaroslav send warriors who caught Briachislav and
made him to swear an oath to be faithful to Kiev Prince.

In 1024 Yaroslav’s brother Mstislav, who was ruling Tmutarakan, began war
with Yaroslav for Kiev throne and he won the battle near the town of Chemigiv.
Yaroslav had to escape to Novgorod, where he had got many aliens. He maybe said
“goodbye” to Kiev throne, but suddenly Mstislav sent him an ambassador asking
him to come back to Kiev. The brothers decided to divide Kievan Rus on the line of
the Dnieper-river and were ruling the country together from two towns of Kiev and
Chernigov. Just after Mstislav’s death in 1036 Yaroslav became the only Governor
of Kievan Rus.

DARTMOOR NATIONAL PARK

Tourism is critical for historical heritage local culture conservation. Increased
relevance of cultural history promotes recreation of artifacts and generate local

identities.

Dartmoor is one of eleven National Parks in England and Wales. The
Dartmoor National Park was created in order millions of visitors could enjoy the
unspoiled beauty and historic heritage ofthe area. The evidence of man’s occupation
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of Dartmoor for 5,000 years, can be seen in the many archaeological remains, such
as hill-forts, hut circles and standing stones called menhirs.

Dartmoor is an upland area in southern Devon with eyecatching granite
hilltops known as tors. However, Dartmoor is best known for the vast boggy
moorland fonned by too frequent rainfalls. Most of the bogs on Dartmoor have
achieved bad fame being shrouded in myths since ancient times. Pixies, Urisks,
Ghosts and Fairies are told to live in the Dartmoor bogs. FoxTor Mires was
supposedly the inspiration for Conan Doyle’s novel The Hound ofthe Baskervilles
(1902).

Dartmoor Prison at Princetown constructed in the 19th century for prisoners
of the Napoleonic wars, now used as a top security prison for Britain’s most
dangerous criminals, attracts tourists too. Today the prison houses around 600
prisoners.

Dartmoor has been used for military training for firing since the 1800s and
tourists have access there when the ranges are not in use.

Cattle, sheep and the famous Dartmoor Ponies roam freely over the moorland.
In fact, visitors to Dartmoor National Park find there something interesting for
everyone. The park contains many protected wild nature resources, historic
buildings, museums and galleries to visit and good sporting facilities, throughout the
area.

THE TRUTH ABOUT PYTHAGORAS

Pythagoras name is often associated with the famous theorem that all school
students study. But Pythagoras isn’t only a mathematician. He is also a famous
philosopher, mystic, political activist and his outstanding wisdom was prophesied to
his parents in Apollo’s Temple on Samos Island.

Pythagoras wanted to know, how the world had been made, so he was travelling
much and studied much facts from different wise people. After that Pythagoras
settled in Croton and set up an organization which was in some ways a school of
philosophers, a brotherhood and a monastery. The pupils (men and women) followed
the religious and ascetic observances, and studied his religious and philosophical
theories. He was the first to introduce the word “Philosophy” and the word “Space”
too.

Pythagoras was the first person to have known the earth was spherical
and that it revolved around the sun. He considered that to understand the God,
the person and the nature, one must study mathematics, music and astronomy.
He believed the soul to be immortal and to transmigrate to another body after
the person’s death. Pythagoras has discovered that people can be treated from
much disease with the help of music, colour and through reading some kind of
verses to patients.

He hasn’t left any papers with his knowledge as many philosophers did.
He transferred his knowledge to his pupils orally in order it didn’t come to the
bad person. But Pythagoras’ arithmetic is considered the basis of mathematics
and geometry. He is also the father of numerology.

Pythagoras became the subject of legends surrounding his historic
persona. Aristotle described Pythagoras as a wonder-worker and somewhat of
a supernatural figure, attributing to him a golden thigh, which was a sign of
divinity. Some ancient scientists believed that he had the ability to travel through
space and time and to communicate with animals and plants.

STONE AGE PETS

People were keeping cats as pets almost 12 000 years ago, say researchers
who have digged out the grave ofthe prehistoric period on Cyprus. The Stone Age
tabby (nonocatbii KoT) lay in the grave close to the human skeleton, possibly its
master.

Until now historians thought the ancient Egyptians were the first to
domesticate cats around 4,000 years ago. But some archaeological discoveries prove
that cats were culturally important outside Egypt long before that. Stone and clay
figures of cats from the eighth or ninth millennium BC were found in Syria, Turkey
and lIsrael. And at last that mentioned discovery on Cyprus, where there were no
native cat species. That confirmed that people brought cats from the mainland to the
island.

A team, headed by Jean-Denis Vigne, the French scientist from the National
Museum of Natural History in Paris, has found the remains of a Neolithic cat in a
grave on Cyprus not far from the ruins of a large village that was inhabited maybe 9
or 10 thousand years ago.

The cat belonged to the tabby species - the wildcat from which domestic cats
are descended. Its remains lie just 40 centimetres from a human skeleton. There are
some offerings for human and for cat personally. They are round stones of different
colours and the seashells for playing them. The skeletons were positioned
symmetrically with both heads pointing west. The cat died when it was about eight
months old and there are no signs ofits disease.

r Vigne thinks that the dead person had a strong bond with the cat, which

might have been killed to go to the grave with its master. It proved the agriculture to
be the main craft ofthat village. Cats could kill the mice that damaged the villagers’
grain supplies.
