HISTORY OF PASSPORT

The modern world can not be imagined without the main person’s identity
document — passport.

The first written source, reporting of the use of a passport, can be regarded the
Old Testament. In the 5% century BC a servant of the Persian King Artaxerxes I
named Nehemiah (Heemust) was sent to Jerusalem to rebuild the fortress walls. To
confirm his status, he asked the king, "Could you give me a letter to the governors
beyond the river that they let me pass through the posts till I come into Judah

(Uynes)."
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The Arab Caliphate was the first country where mass passportization took place
in the 7" century. To travel to the regions there was introduced a special document
confirming the full payment of taxes: zakyat for Muslims and jizya for non-Muslims.
This tradition of passportization was inherited by the Egyptians, the Thracians
(Dpaxniinel), Greeks and Romans.

Antique Europe did not use passports. Notable people were not numerous so
they were recognized by emblems on clothing, armor, flags... Ordinary people were
registered by local administrators in the Books for paying taxes. Only the plague
epidemics in Middle Age made Europeans use special document from the doctor
confirming a person’s health — a passport. The word translates from Latin — passing
through town’s gate. By the 17" century passport became an identifying document
in Europe.

In Russia the first identifying documents were adopted in 1497. They were used
for going abroad. By 1649 passportization became obligatory. The only estate,
passport system did not touch on, were nobles. However, they had special
identifying document of the noble rank called “Gramota”. The Law from 1803 made
Russian passport printed but not hand-written. The Law also declared what data had
to be written down to the document.

HISTORY AND PREHISTORY
Traditionally the study of history was limited to the written and spoken word.
However, with the rise of academic professionalism and the creation of new
scientific fields in the 19th and 20th centuries came a flood of new information
that challenged this notion — archaeology, anthropology and other social sciences
were providing new information and even theories about human history. Some
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traditional historians questioned whether these new studies were really history,
since they were not limited to the written word. A new term, prehistory, was
coined, to encompass the results of these new fields where they yielded
information about times prior to the existence of written records.

In the twentieth century the artificial division between history and prehistory
was proving problematic. Historians were looking beyond traditional political
history narratives with new approaches such as Economic, Social and Cultural
History, all of which relied on wvarious sources of evidence. Additionally,
"prehistorians” were using archacology to explain important events in areas that
were traditionally in the field of history. The distinction was also criticized
because of its implicit exclusion of certain civilizations, such as those of Sub-
Saharan Africa and pre-Columbian America from the historical record. In recent
decades the barriers between history and prehistory have thus largely disappeared.

Today there 1s no generally accepted definition for when history begins. In
general today history is seen as the study of everything that is known about
the human past (but even this barrier is being challenged by new fields such as
Big History). Sources such as Oral History, Linguistics, and Genetics, which can
give light on this past, have all become accepted by mainstream historians.

Pythagoras name 1s often associated with the famous theorem that all school
students study. But Pythagoras isn’t only a mathematician. He is also a famous
philosopher, mystic, political activist and his outstanding wisdom was prophesied to
his parents in Apollo’s Temple on Samos Island.

Pythagoras wanted to know, how the world had been made, so he was travelling
much and studied much facts from different wise people. After that Pythagoras
settled in Croton and set up an organization which was in some ways a school of
philosophers, a brotherhood and a monastery. The pupils (men and women) followed
the religious and ascetic observances, and studied his religious and philosophical
theories. He was the first to introduce the word “Philosophy” and the word “Space™
to0o.

Pythagoras was the first person to have known the earth was spherical
and that it revolved around the sun. He considered that to understand the God,
the person and the nature, one must study mathematics, music and astronomy.
He believed the soul to be immortal and to transmigrate to another body after
the person’s death. Pythagoras has discovered that people can be treated from
much disease with the help of music, colour and through reading some kind of
verses to patients.

He hasn’t left any papers with his knowledge as many philosophers did.
He transferred his knowledge to his pupils orally in order it didn’t come to the
bad person. But Pythagoras’ arithmetic is considered the basis of mathematics
and geometry. He is also the father of numerology.

Pythagoras became the subject of legends surrounding his historic
persona. Aristotle described Pythagoras as a wonder-worker and somewhat of
a supernatural figure, attributing to him a golden thigh, which was a sign of
divinity.

Pyramids are hand-made objects of regular form oriented on the world sides
and able to influence on the objects inside. The mechanism of pyramids’ influence
1s obvious, but not clear. A pyramid i1s proved to change time and space

STONE AGE PETS

People were keeping cats as pets almost 12 000 years ago, say researchers who
have digged out the grave of the prehistoric period on Cyprus. The Stone Age tabby
(monocarelii koT) lay in the grave close to the human skeleton, possibly its master.

Until now historians thought the ancient Egyptians were the first to domesticate
cats around 4,000 years ago. But some archaeological discoveries prove that cats
were culturally important outside Egypt long before that. Stone and clay figures of
cats from the eighth or ninth millennium BC were found in Syria, Turkey and Israel.
And at last that mentioned discovery on Cyprus, where there were no native cat
species. That confirmed that people brought cats from the mainland to the island.

A team, headed by Jean-Denis Vigne, the French scientist from the National
Museum of Natural History in Paris, has found the remains of a Neolithic cat in a
grave on Cyprus not far from the ruins of a large village that was inhabited maybe 9
or 10 thousand years ago.

The cat belonged to the tabby species — the wildcat from which domestic cats
are descended. Its remains lie just 40 centimetres from a human skeleton. There are
some offerings for human and for cat personally. They are round stones of different
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colours and the seashells for playing them. The skeletons were positioned
symmetrically with both heads pointing west. The cat died when it was about eight
months old and there are no signs of its disease.

D-r Vigne thinks that the dead person had a strong bond with the cat, which
might have been killed to go to the grave with its master. It proved the agriculture to
be the main craft of that village. Cats could kill the mice that damaged the villagers’
grain supplies. It was maybe the main reason why people tried to have a cat in the
house.
