DO ANIMALS HAVE CULTURE?

Various anthropological studies indicate that human beings and chimpanzees
are close relatives genetically. Since humans have a unique culture, chimpanzees
may also possess some cultural aspects identical to humans. One of the first signs of
culture in early humans was the utilization of tools. Chimpanzees have been
observed using tools such as rocks and sticks to obtain better access to food.

According to the Webster's dictionary definition of culture, learning and
transmission are two main components of culture, specifically referencing tool
making and the ability to acquire behaviors that will improve one's quality of life.
When using this definition, it is possible to conclude that other animals are likely
also able to adapt to cultural behaviors as humans.

The notion of culture in other animals dates back to Aristotle in classical
antiquity. Charles Darwin was the first to suggest what became known as social
learning in attempting to explain the transmission of an adaptive pattern of behavior
from generation to generation.

This process by which offspring within a species acquires their own culture
through mimicry or being introduced to traditions is referred to as enculturation.
Culture can be transmitted among animals through various methods, the most
common of which include imitation and teaching.

Imitation is one of the most prevalent modes of cultural transmission in non-
human animals. We can speak of teaching when a demonstrator attracts an observer's
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attention to a particular action in order to change their behaviour. When the
observers were later isolated, they preferentially used the route their demonstrators
(teachers) had used.

Though the existence of culture in non-humans still stays a disputable topic,
most anthropologists share the idea that animal culture should be taken into account.

Poverty: who will help

In medieval times in Europe, the Church was the only organized body which
could try to relieve poverty. In fact, the Church, particularly through its
monasteries, provided most of what are now known as the social services,
especially education and the care of the poor and the sick. The guilds and manors
also played their part. In country areas, the lord of the manor often made himself
responsible for helping the poor and needy.

This system broke down in some European countries and also in England in
the 16" century. In 1601 the English Parliament passed the act which has become
known as the Elizabethan Poor Law. This aimed to keep law and order and made
arrangements for money to be raised and used to help the aged, orphans, and the
unemployed. But poor-law assistance was always grudgingly offered, for people
were regarded as somehow responsible for their poverty and were harshly
treated by the authorities. Moreover, it was considered shameful to have to
depend on financial assistance in order to survive. It was only in the late 19"
century that social and welfare services became widely available, and, even then,
not in all countries.
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A hundred years earlier people had begun to think more about the rights of
the individual human being. The appalling conditions caused by the Industrial
Revolution in England made people aware of the urgent need for social reform.
Elizabeth Fry and Lord Shaftesbury among others were notable social
reformers.

THE TRUTH ABOUT PYTHAGORAS

Pythagoras name is often associated with the famous theorem that all school
students study. But Pythagoras isn’t only a mathematician. He is also a famous
philosopher, mystic, political activist and his outstanding wisdom was prophesied to
his parents in Apollo’s Temple on Samos Island.

Pythagoras wanted to know, how the world had been made, so he was travelling
much and studied much facts from different wise people. After that Pythagoras
settled in Croton and set up an organization which was in some ways a school of
philosophers, a brotherhood and a monastery. The pupils (men and women) followed
the religious and ascetic observances, and studied his religious and philosophical

theories. He was the first to introduce the word “Philosophy” and the word “Space”
too.

Pythagoras was the first person to have known the earth was spherical
and that it revolved around the sun. He considered that to understand the God,
the person and the nature, one must study mathematics, music and astronomy.
He believed the soul to be immortal and to transmigrate to another body after
the person’s death. Pythagoras has discovered that people can be treated from
much disease with the help of music, colour and through reading some kind of
verses to patients.

He hasn’t left any papers with his knowledge as many philosophers did.
He transferred his knowledge to his pupils orally in order it didn’t come to the
bad person. But Pythagoras’ arithmetic is considered the basis of mathematics
and geometry. He is also the father of numerology.

Pythagoras became the subject of legends surrounding his historic
persona. Aristotle described Pythagoras as a wonder-worker and somewhat of
a supernatural figure, attributing to him a golden thigh, which was a sign of
divinity. Some ancient scientists believed that he had the ability to travel through
space and time and to communicate with animals and plants.

Pyramids are hand-made objects of regular form oriented on the world sides
and able to influence on the objects inside.

STONE AGE PETS

People were keeping cats as pets almost 12 000 years ago, say researchers
who have digged out the grave of the prehistoric period on Cyprus. The Stone Age
tabby (momocatsrii xoT) lay in the grave close to the human skeleton, possibly its
master.

Until now historians thought the ancient Egyptians were the first to
domesticate cats around 4,000 years ago. But some archaeological discoveries prove
that cats were culturally important outside Egypt long before that. Stone and clay
figures of cats from the eighth or ninth millennium BC were found in Syria, Turkey
and Israel. And at last that mentioned discovery on Cyprus, where there were no
native cat species. That confirmed that people brought cats from the mainland to the
island.

A team, headed by Jean-Denis Vigne, the French scientist from the National
Museum of Natural History in Paris, has found the remains of a Neolithic cat in a
grave on Cyprus not far from the ruins of a large village that was inhabited maybe 9
or 10 thousand years ago.

The cat belonged to the tabby species — the wildcat from which domestic cats
are descended. Its remains lie just 40 centimetres from a human skeleton. There are
some offerings for human and for cat personally. They are round stones of different
colours and the seashells for playing them. The skeletons were positioned
symmetrically with both heads pointing west. The cat died when it was about eight
months old and there are no signs of its disease.

D-r Vigne thinks that the dead person had a strong bond with the cat, which
might have been killed to go to the grave with its master. It proved the agriculture to
be the main craft of that village. Cats could kill the mice that damaged the villagers’
grain supplies. It was maybe the main reason why people tried to have a cat in the
house.
