INTRODUCTION TO PHILOSOPHY

Philosophy is about ideas — ideas about the world, ideas about people and ideas, about
how to live. The common picture of a philosopher is of someone locked away with a pile of books,
removed from everyday life. But philosophy is about everyday life. Philosophy and the Jewish-
Christian tradition are at the foundations of Western culture and civilization. All of us carry ideas
around which stem from the men and women who, throughout the centuries, have helped form the
way we think. But what is philosophy, and how can it possibly matter to me? Many of us believe
we are too ‘practical’ or ‘commonsensical’ to bother with ideas — but that is a philosophy in itself!

Two terms run through this book: ‘philosophy’, meaning ‘love of wisdom’; and ‘theology’,
meaning ‘talking about God’.

Wisdom is a kind of knowledge. Philosophy is generally concerned with how we know
things and what we can know. Philosophy asks questions such as:

Is there a point to the universe?

How should we live?

Is there an order behind nature?

Is there a morality for everyone or does morality change at different times and in
different places?

Philosophical knowledge is not scientific knowledge. In fact, many modern philosophers
would claim that philosophy is a kind of art, a skill, a way of thinking about the world. Philosophy
is not ‘what you know’, but 'how you think’. The point of philosophy is to frame the right
questions, not to find the right answers.

At school, students may move from classroom to classroom at the end of each lesson. They
may study geography, history, maths and English. In any school timetable, the knowledge to be
learned is divided up into different subjects. This was not always the case. When the Ancient
Greeks began to think about the world they lived in, they called their search for knowledge
‘philosophy’. The history of knowledge, then, is like a tree with one trunk and many branches.

Philosophy itself has divided into the areas of ethics, political philosophy, metaphysics has
divided into the areas of religion, logic and language.

At university students of philosophy will find that the central part of their study is
concerned with the nature and limits of human knowledge. This study, named after the Greek word
for ‘knowledge’, episteme, is called ‘epistemology’. Epistemology is at the very root of
philosophy.

Ethics and Aesthetics

Ethics or moral philosophy is the branch of philosophy concerned with human conduct and
its moral value. There are generally three branches of ethics: meta-ethics, which is concerned with
questions about whether or not morality exists, and what it consists of if it does, normative ethics,
which is concerned with how moral values should be developed and applied ethics, which deals
with how moral values can be applied to specific cases.

Aesthetics is the area of philosophy which covers the concepts of beauty and art. There are
two basic standings on the nature of beauty: objective and subjective judgment. Subjective
judgment of beauty suggests that beauty is not the same to everyone — that which aesthetically
pleases the observer is beautiful (to the observer). Alternatively, those partial to the objective
description of beauty try to measure it. They suggest that certain properties of an object create an
inherent beauty — such as symmetry and balance. Both Plato and Aristotle supported the objective
judgment. Some, such as Immanuel Kant, took a middle path, holding that beauty is of a subjective
nature, but there are qualities of beauty which have universal validity. The classical concepts
behind aesthetics saw beauty in nature, and that art should mimic those qualities found in nature.
Aristotle's Poetics describes this idea, which he develops from Plato's teachings. Modern aesthetic
ideas, including those of Kant, stress the creative and symbolic side of art — that nature does not
always have to guide art for it to be beautiful.

He was a philosopher. He was 70 years old, baldheaded, with an absurd pug nose and an unkempt
beard. He wore nothing but a cloak — no shoes, no shirt; no underwear. He had the merriest of
dispositions, no one had ever seen him angry or unkind. He was very brave: he had served as a foot
soldier in four battles. He was a philosopher. He did nothing but talk — talk to anyone who would
listen to him, in the streets and marketplaces, discussing philosophy with students or sailors, or
tradesmen, questioning men about what they believed in and why, always why — and how they could
prove it. He met every answer with a new question, and each answer after that with another question.

Some Athenians called him a dangerous idler' who did nothing but engage "in irony and jest
on mankind." The Oracle at Delphi had called him the wisest man alive, but Socrates, with his cool
skepticism, said that his wisdom lay only in this: that unlike other men, he knew how great was his
ignorance. He refused to accept a penny for teaching. Indeed, he was sure he could never teach anyone
anything; he said he tried to teach men how to think. His enemies hated him. They said he made young
minds doubt, if not mock everything, and it was undermining respect for democracy itself. How did
he defend himself?

The Theory of Forms

The ancient Greek philosopher Plato (420s-340s BCE) did a lot to change the way we think
about the world, in everything from mathematics to ethics to logic. But perhaps one of his most
influential contributions to philosophy was the Theory of Forms. In basic terms, Plato's Theory of
Forms asserts that the physical world is not really the 'real’ world; instead, ultimate reality exists beyond
our physical world. It is also likely that Plato inherited some of this theory from his mentor, Socrates.

Plato's philosophy asserts that there are two realms: the physical realm and the spiritual realm.
The physical realm is the material stuff we see and interact with on a daily basis; this physical realm is
changing and imperfect, as we know all too well. The spiritual realm, however, exists beyond the
physical realm. Plato calls this spiritual realm the Realm of Forms (also called the Realm of Ideas).
Plato's Theory of Forms asserts that the physical realm is only a shadow, or image, of the true reality
of the Realm of Forms.

According to Plato, the Forms are abstract, perfect, unchanging concepts or ideals that transcend
time and space; they exist in the Realm of Forms. Even though the Forms are abstract, that doesn't
mean they are not real. In fact, the Forms are more 'real' than any individual physical objects. So,
concepts like Redness, Roundness, Beauty, Justice, or Goodness are Forms (and thus they are
commonly capitalized). Individual objects like a red book, a round ball, a beautiful girl, a just action,
or a good person reside in the physical realm and are simply different examples of the Forms.
