Spinal Muscular Atrophy

Spinal muscular atrophy (SMA) is a common, inherited neuromuscular
disease that causes low muscle tone (hypotonia) and progressive muscle weakness
and wasting (atrophy). Spinal muscular atrophy damages the motor neurons in an
area of the spinal cord.

This genetic disease can develop before birth or throughout childhood to
adult life.The large motor nerves of the spinal cord are abnormal in people with
SMA because a gene (the Survival Motor Neuron-1 or SMN1 gene) is missing or
altered. Without the gene, or with a damaged gene, the nerves do not have a
specific protein that allows them to control muscles. The decrease of the SMN1
protein results in improper functioning, and eventually death of the motor nerve
cells in the spinal cord. The severity of SMA is related to the amount of the SMN1




protein that is absent in the motor nerve cells (more protein allows for more
function). Severity of the disease ranges from mild muscle weakness, to total
paralysis and the need for support to breathe.

Spinal muscular atrophy affects a person’s physical abilities, such as moving,
walking, eating, and breathing. Physiotherapy treatment will help improve range of
movement and posture and improve person's quality of life.

SMA is classified into different types, based on the age at which the condition
develops, and the severity of symptoms. Types O, I, II, and Il develop in
childhood, and type IV occurs during adulthood.

The most common symptom of spinal muscular atrophy is muscle weakness,
accompanied by muscle atrophy. The symptoms of SMA are strongly related to the
type, severity and age of onset.

Skeleton

Bones provide a rigid framework known as the skeleton. The skeleton
supports the body against the pull of gravity. The large bones of the lower limbs
support the trunk when standing.

The skeleton also protects the soft body parts. The fused bones of
the cranium surround the brain to make it less vulnerable to injury. Vertebrae
surround and protect the spinal cord and bones of the rib cage help protect
the heart and lungs of the thorax.

The adult human skeleton usually consists of 206 bones. These bones can be
grouped in two divisions: axial skeleton and appendicular skeleton.

The 80 bones of the axial skeleton form the vertical axis of the body. They
include the bones of the head, vertebral column, ribs and breastbone.

The appendicular skeleton consists of 126 bones and includes the free
appendages and their attachments to the axial skeleton. The free appendages are
the upper and lower extremities, or limbs, and their attachments which are called
girdles.

The vertebral column consists of 33 vertebrae. A single bone is called a
vertebra. The 33 vertebrae are divided into 5 regions: the 7 cervical vertebrae, 12
thoracic vertebrae, 5 lumbar vertebrae, 5 sacral and 4 coccygeal vertebrae. The
intervertebral discs, which are found between the vertebrae, allow the spine to
move.

The rib cage contains 24 ribs arranged in 12 pairs. The first seven pairs of ribs
are connected directly to the breastbone. These ribs are referred to as the true ribs.
The next three pairs of ribs are called the false ribs. These bones are not attached

Dry Needling

Dry needling is used for the treatment of pain and movement impairments. The
technique uses a "dry" needle (without medication or injection), inserted through
the skin into areas of the muscle.

Other commonly used terms are trigger point dry needling and intramuscular
manual therapy.

Dry needling is not acupuncture, a practice based on traditional Chinese
medicine. Dry needling is a part of modern Western medicine.

Muscles sometimes develop knotted areas called trigger points. They are highly
sensitive and can be painful when touched. They are also often the cause of
referred pain (pain that affects another part of the body). The needles are used to
stimulate the tissue, not to inject medication.

Dry needling involves a thin filiform needle that penetrates the skin and
stimulates underlying myofascial trigger points and muscular and connective
tissues. The needle allows a physiotherapist to target tissues that are not manually
palpable. The needle creates a tiny lesion in the tissue, promoting blood flow and
healing to the area. A twitch can occur when the needle goes into the trigger point
and may be a sign that the therapy is working. The needles may be placed deeply
or superficially, for shorter or longer periods of time, depending on type of pain
and how long it has lasted.
