How to Promote Physical Activity in Adapted Physical Education

One of the most logical places to start physical activity promotion for students
with disabilities is the student’s IEP. All children with disabilities who receive
APE services should have an IEP. Incorporating a physical activity goal within the
student’s IEP may provide a unique solution for the current challenges of adhering
to an IEP within inclusive classes. Furthermore, a physical activity goal can closely
align with legal requirements such as presenting a current level of performance,
providing measurable annual goals and objectives, and accurately monitoring
progress. Yun, Shapiro and Kennedy pointed out that within the current popular
physical education curricula with multi-activity approaches, it is difficult to
incorporate IEP goals in physical education class. The traditional behavioral IEP
goals such as “how many” and “how fast” are activity dependent (e.g., basketball,
soccer), which can make them difficult to use in many inclusive classes since a
given activity may last only a few weeks. For example, Johnny’s goal includes the
short-term objectives of making baskets two out of 10 times, four out of ten times,
and six out of ten times. With this goal there is an assumption that he is

participating in basketball for a long period of time; however, many basketball
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units in inclusive classes may last only two to three weeks. Seeing that physical
activity is a process and does not require a specific activity or skill set, developing
and implementing physical activity goals may be a key strategy in promoting
inclusive practices within physical education. For example, an adapted physical
educator can develop an IEP goal to engage in moderate-to-vigorous physical
activity (MVPA) for 50% of physical education classes. This IEP goal can be
directly measured and does not depend on the physical education unit’s specific
activities and general curriculum (e.g., football, basketball, track and field) or the
student’s current skill levels. More importantly, focusing on the engagement in
physical activity may increase the probability of learning new movement skills and
improving individual physical fitness through classroom engagement.
Additionally, it can be relatively easy to establish measurable goals.

Additionally, many adapted physical activity teachers are looking for norm-
referenced motor development tests to measure achievement and evaluation, but
most of the standardized motor tests such as the Test of Gross Motor Development
only provide normative data for the childhood to pre-adolecent period. While these
assessments hold a valid position in a child’s education and educational planning,
expanding assessment and evaluation to include physical activity measures may be
helpful in monitoring that student’s progress toward meeting APE goals.
Furthermore, recommendations for physical activity for youth with disabilities are
the same as for their peers without disabilities and not age-dependent. This
similarity can make teaching inclusive classes easier for physical educators and
aligns with the principle that students with disabilities should make adequate
progress in the general education curriculum. In programming physical activity
goals for inclusive classes, the only “differences” for the teacher to consider are the
student’s individual abilities and any contra- indications that may be present.
