Artificial intelligence

Artificial intelligence is about making computers able to perform the thinking tasks that humans
and animals are capable of. We can already program computers to have superhuman abilities in solving
many problems: arithmetic, sorting, searching, and so on. We can even get computers to play some
board games better than any human being. Many of these problems were originally considered Al
problems, but as they have been solved in more and more comprehensive ways, they have slipped out
of the domain of AI developers. But there are many things that computers aren’t good at which we find
trivial: recognizing familiar faces, speaking our own language, deciding what to do next, and being
creative. These are the domain of Al: trying to work out what kinds of algorithms are needed to display
these properties. In academia, some Al researchers are motivated by philosophy: understanding the
nature of thought and the nature of intelligence and building software to model how thinking might
work. Some are motivated by psychology: understanding the mechanics of the human brain and mental
processes. Others are motivated by engineering: building algorithms to perform humanlike tasks.
